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Access Fore Golf 
So that all Members of the scheme have an enjoyable experience when you play here at Bedfordshire Golf Club, please take a moment to read through some of our guidelines for how the scheme will operate.

Booking Procedure

There are four bag tags available for you to use under this scheme, which are available to be booked on a 1st come, 1st served basis, whether being used on the main course or the Academy course.

You can book up to fourteen days in advance by calling 01234 826100 and identifying yourself as a Member under the A.F.G. scheme. The Pro-Shop will have a booking sheet with four slots available to be booked, so it is essential that you call in advance to check availability for your chosen time / day.

A member can play anytime mid week and from 11 am on weekends.  There is however one available slot for a fourball each weekend before 7.15 am but only providing there is not a member’s competition or may interfere with a possible shotgun start and must be booked prior to play.

Neither Bedfordshire Golf Club nor A.F.G. can be blamed if you turn up unannounced and no tags are available for you to use.

Your Membership is for your personal use only, you may not acquire additional bag-tags for non-Members of the A.F.G. scheme but Bedfordshire Golf Club will allow each A.F.G. Member to bring up to three guests each visit at the prevailing Member’s Guest rate, which is currently £20 midweek & £24 on weekends & bank holidays – this is 50% off the regular visitor fee. 

On arrival at the Pro-Shop you will exchange your photo i.d. Membership card for one of the numbered bag-tags and you are responsible for its safe return in order to retrieve your Membership card.

Lost bag-tags will be charged at £5 for replacements.

There is a drop-box available for those of you playing late in the evening, so that you can leave the bag-tag there, which is emptied every morning and we can keep your card safe until your next visit

On the Course

Your Membership entitles you to play any time midweek and after 11:00am on weekends & bank holidays, subject to course availability and the number of cards already booked.

Please clearly display your bag-tag on your golf bag so that you are easily identifiable on the course as a Member, should any marshal be doing the rounds. Failure to display the bag-tag may result in you being asked to leave the course or pay the requisite green-fee.

Adjacent to the 14th hole is a private piece of land, which is clearly signposted. The owner has respectfully requested that our Members and visitors do not retrieve golf balls from this field and we naturally expect any new Members to respect this wish too please.

Our dress code for the course is traditional golfing attire, so golf shoes are required with soft, dimpled or spiked soled. Jeans, tracksuit bottoms and football shirts are not permitted on the 18 Hole course and tailored shorts can be worn with socks of any colour / length.   

On the 9 Hole Course & Driving Range, all that we ask is that you are suitably attired but there are no formal dress restrictions.

Buggies are available to hire and Members of the A.F.G. scheme can reserve one at the time of arranging their golf at the discounted Members Rate – booking is essential in summer months and buggies are reserved on a 1st come 1st served basis.

Off the Course
You are of course more than welcome to use the Clubhouse facilities before or after you play – and the only dress code rule that applies is that you wear clean and appropriate attire – so jeans & trainers are permitted as are golf shoes, provided they are clean and that hats aren’t worn in the bar.

Any Member of the A.F.G. scheme can apply for a bar-card, which will give you 10% discount on all food & drink bought in the bar.

All you need to do is buy a card off us for £10, which we will then load with £10 credit for you to use.

As you use your credit, you can top up at any time over the bar with the staff on duty to ensure you keep receiving your discounts.

The Clubhouse is open from 09:30 until after dark, 7 nights a week and you can use this socially even if you are not playing golf that day.

We hope you agree that by knowing these few guidelines in advance will ensure everyone has a smooth and enjoyable experience – but if you have any further questions, please don’t hesitate to ask one of the staff on duty or giving us a call.
